Guidelines for Risk Assessment


Risk Assessment is little more than the application of sound common sense; it is NOT a black art. 

Its purpose is simply to ask and answers 3 questions:-

· What are you using or doing?

· What are the risks associated with this?

· Are the controls to minimise the risks adequate?

Through the undertaking of a Risk Assessment, the aim is to reduce the hazard(s) to the lowest possible in so far as is reasonably practicable. It is not intended  - or possible - to stop an activity or take away all risk through doing that activity.
 



PLEASE NOTE – THIS IS NOT INTENDED AS A PAPER EXERCISE.  Risk Assessment is a legal requirement under the Management of Healthy & Safety Regulations 1999; traders found not implementing their Risk Assessments will be asked to rectify the matter immediately or face being asked to leave the site.

What is a Hazard?


Anything that can cause harm - whether the risk is great or small - to you or those around you, from using flammable liquids, erecting metal structures to working with electricity or using ladders.





What is a Risk?


The probability that a hazard will result in an accident with definable consequences; in most cases injury to yourself or another person.





Completing the Risk Assessment


The attached Risk Assessment has been complied specifically for the activities of traders at the Imperial War Museum Duxford. 





In each section, 


identify the hazards listed that are applicable to your activities when setting up your trade stand at Duxford (tick the left hand box -“Tick if YES”)


implement the control measures as stated for each hazard you have ticked when setting up you trade stand





The hazards listed are the most common found on the Duxford site. If you are aware of other hazards:- 


please add these at the bottom and state the appropriate control measures for that risk.





Marquees and Pop-Ups


If hired in from an outside contractor:-


you DO NOT NEED to fill in this section. Your contractor MUST provide their Risk Assessment, Method Statement and a copy of their Public Liability PRIOR to arriving at Duxford for set up. Please send this to Keith Cann, Commercial Assistant.





If your own a marquee/pop-up erected by YOU:-


you DO NEED to fill in this section and implement the control measures when erecting the structure.
